1. Your teacher will slowly play measures 1— 4

lower on the piano. Watch closely and play
along. copying the fingering.
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Now play on your own. Feel the half steps.

Tell your teacher whether you think it’s

easier to say the title or play the piece!
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(Open your hand to a 5-finger position.)
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* Michigan’s biggest spring. Its name means “big, cold water.”
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
